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REPRESENTATION OF POWER OF FIRST TUDORS IN NEW POLITICAL HISTORY

Abstract. The article discusses the possibility of studying the representation of the royal power of
the first Tudors period in England in line with one of the fastest growing areas of historical science
— the new political history. At the present time researches on new political history are in demand
both in the British and Russian historiography.
