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Abstract. The article examines the main issues of institutionalization, legitimation of sacral power
of clergymen of traditional religions of Finno-Ugric Peoples (for example, Mari, Udmurt,
Mordovians). On the basis of interdisciplinary approaches of historical anthropology concludes that
the clergy during its existence did not form a closed system of classical priesthood, are one of the
most unique examples of conservation of autochthonous beliefs of ethnic groups living on the
territory of the Middle Volga.
