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ABSTRACT

Introduction: the study of biographies and bibliographies of scientists who emigrated from Russia
allows us to more objectively assess scale of losses of domestic psychological scientific community
caused by emigration of scientists after social upheavals (the revolution of 1917 and the Civil War
that followed them) at beginning of the 20th century. This article calls for recalling that contribution
of women to psychological science is not yet sufficiently understood. In this article, we tried to
restore the biography of MA. Rikers-Ovsiankina, briefly describe the directions of her research,
and, thus, supplement information about her in Russian-language sources.

Materials and methods: the following research methods were used in the work: historical-genetic,
historical-functional, biographical, method of systematization of scientific ideas of the researcher in
guestion.

Results: more complete data of autobiography and bibliography of one of Russian women
psychologists who emigrated from Russia in the first half of the 20th century were recovered in
article. Maria Rickers-Ovsiankina (1898-1993) - psychologist, student of Kurt Levin, author of
scientific works on the problem of unfinished actions, psychodiagnostics by method of ink spots of
Rorschach, studies of socio-psychological problems, emigrated from Vladivostok to Berlin, and in
1931 in the USA, where with Tamara Dembo and Yevgenia Hanfmann, they formed a stable
professional psychological community.

Discussion and Conclusions: the data on biography and scientific heritage of Maria Rickers-
Ovsiankina presented in article allow to reveal features of formation of women in psychology,
referring to historical aspects that help to understand situation with women psychologists, and, in
addition, to clarify the situation of women scientists, including Russian emigrants, in science and
assess their contribution to the development of psychological knowledge.

however, obviously implies that type of reaction to frustration is
to be given the status of a rather consistent personality trait and
it must be again stated that the evidence on this point thus far
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gathered is far from conclusive, Until a great deal more research
has therefore been done, such an interpretation, or any similar one,
must be regarded as tentative to a very high degree.

In conclusion it may be mentioned that the test under discussion
is now being revised and improved on the basis of the previous
results, A complete description of the revision would be out of
place here but it may be noted, to round out the account already
given, that this new version will have at least three kinds of
problems and a larger total number of tasks, and that provision
will be made in it for two possible non-extrapunitive replies, one
of which, it is hoped, will approximate the intropunitive and the
other the impunitive type of reaction.

25. SOCIAL INTERACTION

Maria Rickans-Ovsiankina

Purpose, It is obvious that in an investigation aiming to study
the personality from as many angles as possible a consideration of
its social aspects is essential. The majority of the contributions
presented in this beok naturally have social implications of one
kind or another. In the one to be discussed now, however, the
sociality of a person is the centre of attention.

For the choice of the method of attack a common observation
of everyday life was d ining. If two gers find them-
selves confined for a period of time in a relatively closed space,
such as a train compartment, and if there is no particular activity
occupying one or bath of them individually, then it is very likely
that they will become engaged in some form of social behaviour.
Spatial proximity combined with absence of any definite oceupa-
tion thus scem to facilitate social interaction, With this principle in
mind the following experimental setting was devised.

Procedure. The S, who had already taken part in a number of
the studies described in this book, was informed upon entering
